RECOMMENDATIONS DURING
INSTALLATION AND TROUBLESHOOTING

TROUBLESHOOTING

•	The pump does not stop:
- check valcotakcontrol  is installed as indicated in figures 1-2
- check for any and excessive leaks in the water supply sys-

tem
- check the foot valve moves freely and is not blocked

•	The	pump	starts	and	stops	continually:
- intake less than flow meter sensitivity limit
- check for any leaks in the water supply system

•	The	pump	does	not	start:
- check that the pump has not shut down due to a malfunc-

tion, red indicator on, and return to normal operation by 
pressing the reset button.

-	check	 the	 minimum	 restart	 pressure	 setting	 Pmin	 (it	 must	
exceed the pressure supplied by the column of water in the 
system).

- check that the pump is not blocked
- check the green indicator light to ensure that the power sup-

ply is on.

•	VALCOTANKONTROL	 indicates	 a	 malfunction	 in	 the	 water	
supply,	but	there	is	water	in	the	tank	or	well:
- reset the pump by pressing the reset button. 

 If	the	problem	persists:
- check that the pump is properly primed
- check that the pump reaches the minimum pressure set 

Pstart	+	0,5	bar
- check that the inlet pipe is not blocked or the filter is covered.
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Before installation, check that the direction of flow is the one 
indicated in figures 1-2 and that there are no outlets between 
the pump and VALCOTANKONTROL.
1.  VALCOTANKONTROL must always be installed on the 

delivery side of the pump, as illustrated in figures 1-2.
2. Do not fit non-return valves on the VALCOTANKONTROL 

outflow.
3. When taking in water from a well or tank underneath the 

pump, always fit a non return valve on the pump intake 
pipe.

4. If the pump develops a maximum pressure of over 8 
(eight) bar, it will be necessary to fit a pressure reduction 
unit in front of device.

•	For	the	use	VALCOTANKONTROL	must		only	be	connect-
ed to a wiring system fitted with I ∆ n = 30 mA emergency 
cut-out.

•	Before	using	VALCOTANKONTROL,	disconnect	the	device	
from the power supply (disconnect from the wiring sys-
tem), green indicator light off

•	During	assembly,	take	particular	care	if	there	are	any	chil-
dren present.

OPERATION
•	VALCOTANKONTROL	 is	 an	 electronic	 autoclave	 able	 to	

manage the operation of the pump when the consumer 
opens and closes a water use. When the pump is on 
VALCOTANKONTROL maintains it turned on up to 10 sec. 
after the cessation of the request of water supply. The 
volume of the water accumulation compensates or annuls 
the water leakages drastically reducing the number of the 
pump start-up.

•	VALCOTANKONTROL	can	be	fitted	to	any	water	system.	
It is equipped with an adjustable restart pressure switch 
(Pmin)	which	allows	the	pump	start	pressure	to	be	set	at	a	
value between 1 and 2,5 bar.

•	VALCOTANKONTROL	flow	meter	offers	protection	against	
dry running of the pump, as it shuts the pump itself 
down when no water is present in the system (red indi-
cator on). In the event of a temporary power failure, 
VALCOTANKONTROL will reset automatically when the 
power supply is restored.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION
•	Electrical	 connection	of	VALCOTANKONTROL	must	be	

in compliance with current regulations. To access the 
terminal box, unscrew the 4 (four) screws on the out-
side, which unlock the cover in place. Before doing this, 
ensure the pump and VALCOTANKONTROL are isolated 
from the power supply.

•	Connection	must	be	conform	with	the	indications	given	
in figures 3-4. Incorrect connection may render the elec-
tronic circuit unusable.

•	The	main	power	cables	used	must	comply	with	require-
ments for the maximum current foreseen for the device 
10(8)A.

•	To	guarantee	 the	seal	on	wiring	box,	 the	use	of	cables	
with a minimum external diameter of 7 mm and maxi-
mum external diameter of 9 mm is obligatory. During 
installation of the cable, great care must be taken to 
ensure	 that	 the	 YELLOW/GREEN	 wires	 are	 only	 con-
nected to the earthing system. 

•	VALCOTANKONTROL	 can	 also	 be	 used	 with	 a	 three-
phase or single-phase pump motor, with an absorption 
exceeding 10(8)A, using an auxiliary remote switch. In 
this case the connections must be made as shown in the 
wiring diagram in figures 3-4.

•	After	connecting	the	wires	to	the	terminal	board,	ensure	
that the cable clamp seal and toothed washer have been 
positioned correctly, and tighten the lock nut.

•	After	checking	that	the	seal	is	properly	positioned,	close	
the cover again and lock the 4 (four) screws. 

•	Connect	 the	 plug	 to	 a	 power	 socket	 properly	 earthed	
and other safeties foreseen by the normative into force; 
now VALCOTANKONTROL  is ready to operate.

•	Once	VALCOTANKONTROL	has	been	connected	to	the	
water and power supplies, the pump must be correctly 
primed, as indicated in the pump manufacturer’s instruc-
tions.

•	Connect	the	plug	to	the	power	socket,	so	that	the	follow-
ing	indicator	lights	remain	on:	green	-	POWER	ON	light,	
device under tension; yellow - MOTOR light, pump on.

•	The	pump	will	work	for	a	few	seconds	(approximately	10)	
to allow the system to fill the pipe and raise the pressure 
in the installation to the correct level.

•	Should	 this	 time	 be	 insufficient,	 so	 that	 the	 pump	 has	
difficulty in priming, VALCOTANKONTROL will stop the 
pump	 and	 the	 red	 -	 FAILURE	 indicator	 will	 light	 up.	 In	
this	case,	press	the	RESET	button	and	wait,	with	the	tap	
open, until the pump has primed properly and the whole 
system	 is	 under	 pressure.	 	 Release	 the	 RESET	 button	
and turn off the tap.

•	At	this	point	the	pump	will	be	controlled	automatically	by	
VALCOTANKONTROL.
